STUDY OF KEY INDICATORS OF SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF THE
LIPETSK REGION

Abstract. The presented study analyses the key indicators of socio-economic development
of the Lipetsk region for 2023 compared to the previous year on the basis of official data of the
Federal State Statistics Service. The relevance of the topic is to determine the current state of the
region, its dynamics, identify the weaknesses of industries and consider the specifics of the
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development strategy of the subject under study. This makes it possible to detect the main trends
of progress (regression) of the region’s indicators and take timely measures necessary to prevent
and resolve the current situation in the region. In the course of the research such macroeconomic
indicators as the standard of living of the population, unemployment, gross regional product,
investment activity, demographic situation and others were considered. The identified data made
it possible to formulate the most detailed conclusion about the socio-economic condition of the
region and identify trends in its further development. The results of the study showed that the
Lipetsk Oblast continues to demonstrate stable economic growth, which indicates the successful
implementation of the region’s development strategy. However, negative aspects that require
attention and adjustment in the long term have also been identified. Therefore, the analysis and
evaluation of socio-economic indicators are an important tool for assessing the effectiveness of
economic decisions and planning the subsequent strategic objectives.
